Step 1: 
Remove the Water Level Meter Probe  
from the Detachable Link and replace 
with Well Casing Indicator Probe.  
Make sure the connection is tight  
(do not over tighten).

Step 2: 
While the dipper-T is in static level mode, 
lower the probe down the side of the 
casing (use the tape guide to protect the 
tape from sharp egdes). While the probe 
is within the magnetic field of the steel 
casing, an auditory and visual signal 
is active. When the probe leaves the 
magnetic field the signal stops, indicating 
the bottom of the steel casing. The well 
casing measurement is then taken directly 
from the tape. Note: The datum point 
indicator is on the back of the probe 
holder.
